Assignment 2.6:  The Inquiry/Paper Pitch

For this assignment you will prepare a document that describes what you think you project is going to be, at least for now. Please prepare it by doing the following:

1.  Based on your own critique and feedback from your peers, finalize your inquiry. In other words, choose one.  Keep in mind that this is not the end of the line. In fact, we’re still very much at the beginning of the process. Your inquiry is a long term project that you can expect to adapt, adopt, morph and revise as you go.

Type your inquiry out on the page. Then, underneath it, explain why you decided on this inquiry. What makes it a good working question for you? Make sure you note what you find to be your inquiry’s best attributes and what you predict will be most challenging.

2.  Explain how this inquiry connects to Kasper - make sure you reference a point in the text.

3.  Give an initial answer your inquiry. Just give me your opinion based on what you know today - a quick guess about what you think you might find out. Include any emotional reaction you have to the topic, any knowledge you have acquired via life regarding the topic and/or your simple gut reaction.

4.  Evaluate and write down what you don’t know about the topic. What types of things do you need to find out in order to successfully and completely explore all the angles of the possible answers to your inquiry? What is the first thing you are going to look up to start developing a narrative in response to your inquiry? This section can take the form of a list.

5. Please provide a list of specific questions or concerns about the inquiry or the project for me to respond to.
