Privacy Pre-writing 1:  Reading and Evaluating Kasper

Read Kasper’s article carefully, thoroughly and completely.  It is imperative that you become familiar and comfortable with this text; you will be required to evaluate your own thoughts and the thoughts of others in light of and compared to Kasper’s article.  Keep in mind that reaching this sort of deep understanding will involve:
	-Pre-reading (preparing, previewing and planning)
	-Reading (finishing, using annotation shorthand and questioning)
	-Re-reading (Glossing and creating dialectical notebook entries).
I will instruct you to return to and re-read the essay later in the unit; it is likely you will need to read the essay at least twice this weekend to satisfactorily complete the following exercises.

The first part of this pre-writing assignment requires you to evaluate Kasper based on the claims she makes in the article abstract.  In class, we identified the following claims:

1.  The meaning of privacy is changing.
2.  Privacy is hard to define and measure because of people’s sociohistorical contexts.
3.  Kasper will study (define and measure) privacy by examining its invasion.
4.  Kasper will develop a typology of different types of invasions of privacy that prove such invasions are becoming more “covert and continuous” (69).
5.  Kasper will prove that the concept of privacy is changing (evolving and devolving) with empirical data.

As you read the article, decide whether or not Kasper achieves her stated 5-point goal and explain how, where or why she does[n’t do]so.  Please evaluate the article on a point-by-point basis and explain whether you think she does some things more clearly or better than others.  I expect that you will quote from the text where necessary.

The second part of this pre-writing assignment requires you to evaluate your own thoughts about Kasper’s ideas, concepts and conclusions.  Create a dialectical notebook (double sided journal) by choosing 4 quotes from Kapser that you find interesting; relevant to yourself, your culture or society; irritating or maddening; or revelatory.  Copy the quote on one side of the page and on the other, evaluate and analyze that quote:  what does Kasper mean? What does the quote mean to you?  What do you agree or disagree with?  What does the quote shed light on?  How can the information in the quote be applied to the world, as you know it?  Remember-the important part here is the analysis, or your explanation the quote’s importance. 
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
